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Roof repair is underway 
Dalton Roofing has begun repair to Trinity’s roof.  It will include new flashings and valleys on the slate roof for approximately $23,000; repair to the flat roof and steeple area for $13,000; and miscellaneous repair including around sky lights for $9,000.  That’s a total of $45,000 from TLC for TLC funds.  Next in order as funds become available will be repair to missing window trim, new concrete sidewalks around the building to replace sinking ones, classroom floor replacement and bathroom renovations.
